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Because we do not have a shelter facility, we rely on volunteer foster parents to care for our rescued dogs.
Fostering can be a very rewarding experience for both the dog and the foster! There are many reasons why
dogs end up in our care. Some are found as strays and turned in to local shelters, some are found injured on
highways, abandoned in vacant lots, or just dumped in the middle of a field. We also have dogs surrendered
by their owners because of financial difficulties, divorce, moves across town or across the country.

Choosing to be a foster parent is a serious undertaking. Many people faced with homeless animals tell them-
selves, “it's not my problem, it's sad, but there is nothing that | can do.” There is something that you can do
without making a lifetime commitment.

So why in the world would any sane human being volunteer to be a foster parent for an animal that isn’t their
responsibility? Why would someone give up their spare bedroom, bathroom, laundry room or share the mas-
ter bath with a strange dog who may be with them for a few days or a few months?

People who choose to foster do so because they know that if they don’t step up, the fate of these animals is

either very poor living conditions or death. They feel good that they are making a difference, every minute of
every day, in the life of an innocent dog. You feel such joy when that dog goes to his forever family!
